Just to recap a few of the highlights . . . in May we travelled to Myanmar (Burma) and Sri Lanka to visit two
Christian children’s homes. We found oppressive governments, hot weather and difficult food but we also
found God working like I have never experienced.  With golden Buddhist temples on every corner these
ministries are working to further God’s kingdom and they are doing a good job.  Hopeful Hearts is honored
to join with them to reach out to the children in these two countries.

In July we travelled to Haiti to visit a children’s home in the far northwest region.  We found 140 children
living in a very rural environment with no electricity and no running water.  However, what they did have
was joy and an opportunity to learn about Jesus and His love.  Hopeful Hearts if pleased to be building a
medical clinic for these children and we are looking forward to actively ministering here in 2011 through
mission trips and financial support.

In Afghanistan our school has operated this year serving 160 street children providing a much needed
education and a hot meal. In India we are please to continue our support to the Bethany Girls Home to
provide a safe environment for over 150 girls.

In Ukraine we continue to work in six different orphanages giving the children in these places the basic
living necessities we all take for granted. The Transitional Living Homes are providing a secure home
environment for teenagers who otherwise be living on the streets and while this program has its challenges
it is truly making a difference for these “at risk” girls and boys.

We are looking forward to our “Evening of Loving Hearts” for 2011. This event will be held at the Louisville
Marriot Downtown on February 12, 2011.  This is always a great evening.  This year we are excited
to offer you an Evening of Song featuring Chris Strickland in concert. We hope you will make plans to join
us.

Transitional Living Program
The Transitional Living Program continues to flourish and 10 children are being given a safe and loving home
environment through you financial contributions.

This program is truly the difference between hope and dispair for these children — the difference in some cases
between life and death.  60% of teenage girls who age out of the orphanage system turn to prostitution to support
themselves.  With no education and no positive adult influence in their lives the overwhelming majority of these kids
make extremely poor choices that end them up on the streets, in prision or worse.

The transitional living program is our last chance to reach out to these
children in a positive manner to teach them life skills and introduce them
to a personal knowledge of Jesus Christ and His life changing grace.  While
living with us they get an education and learn the life skills necessary to
move out on their own and  become productive citizens.

Our two biggest needs for this ministry is prayer and financial support.
Pray for the children and for the house parents as they struggle to undo
years of abuse and apathy.  Each home requires a budget of approximately
$10 to $14 thousand dollars a year.  If you would like to learn more about
this program or how you can support a child, please email or call and we
would be glad to share with you.

Kabul, Afghanistan - HOPEFUL HEARTSSCHOOL
FACTS:
160 Students:   Boys and Girls ages 5-18
Opened in March 2009,  Location- Downtown Kabul
Joint venture with SOZO International

OVERVIEW :
The purpose of the School is to provide an education
and one hot meal to poor/street children in the inner city.

Abdul “Wakil” the National director for SOZO International oversee the building,
staff and curriculum of the school that is funded by Hopeful Hearts Foundation.

The children that attend are from a group of people known as Hazara.  They are a Persian-speaking ethnic group who live
mainly in the central part of Afghanistan.  The group is overwhelmingly Shia Muslims, with a Sunni minority, and comprise
the third largest ethnic group in the country with 7 million people.  Hazaras have Mongolian ancestry, which are descendants
of Genghis Kahn, and are the lowest social economic group of this society.  This group of children are considered lower than
the children in the refugee camps.  They all have an oriental look, which is different than native Afghans.

Most of these children help work to support what family they have.  The children work all types of jobs from road side
vegetable stands, selling phone cards, washing cars to working in shops.  Currently the school operates in the morning and
finishes at noon with a hot lunch before heading off to home or work.  SOZO staff members prepare lunch at the office and
transports it to the school daily, since there are no facilities at the school.  The school week begins on Sunday and ends on
Thursday, with Friday being the Holy day.

These children would normally not get an education.  This school allows them the opportunity to get an education, which
would then qualify them to be transitioned into public school.  Once they are accepted into public school, a new spot then
opens up for another child.  The long term goal is to have an afternoon classes as well.

Another Southeast team visited in October and  provided eye glasses to those in need.  The team spent several hours testing
and providing glasses. An arts and craft project provided interaction with the students.  The day was topped off with the team
witnessing the moral value lessons that the children get twice a week.

Once again, Hopeful Hearts is filling the gap to children without much hope.  Seeing the enthusiasm of the children wanting
to learn and the smiles on their faces is a site to see.

Blessing Bag Ministry
Although the Blessing Bag trip takes place during the Christmas Holidays,
preparation began several months ago.  This ministry has been adopted
by the entire community including individuals and churches across the
country.  The Blessing Bag project kicked off in June as hundreds of you
filled your bags with toys, school supplies, warm sweaters and socks.
Without your generosity, Ukraine orphans in the Simferopol area would
pass Christmas as any other day, without a gift, without joy, and without
Christ.

The 2010 – 2011 Blessing Bag team will depart on December 27 to hand
deliver the blessing bags to 6 orphanages.  It is a privilege to witness a

child’s anticipation in selecting a bag,
exploring the contents, and sharing the excitement of discovering a photograph
and letter.  So many letters speak of Christ’s love for them.  The team will leave
home amidst the excitement of celebrating our Savior’s birth and return home with
the faces imprinted on their hearts of so many who are precious in His sight.  It is
truly a blessing to experience.

Thank you to so many who make this project possible – to those who fill bags,
process them for shipping, load the truck for transport, and travel to Ukraine for
distribution.  You are part of a wonderful experience of sharing the love of Christ.
“We love because He first loved us.”

Ukraine Orphanage Ministry Highlights

Hopeful Hearts Foundation began as a ministry to the orphans in Ukraine. Adoptive parents completing adoptions
from Ukraine would leave the orphanages with both joy and sadness.— Joy of having adopted a daughter or
son but with a real sadness from the memories of the faces of the children left behind.  They saw the medical,
nutritional and clothing needs of those children and knew something had to be done. As these memories became
passion, the groundwork was laid to begin a ministry that God has truly blessed.

The children see the work of the ministry as it provides for medical, nutritional and clothing needs through the
five person staff residing in Simferopol, Ukraine. Tatiana is director of the Hopeful Hearts staff in Ukraine.
Staff members, Valya, Irina and Oksana assist Tatiana in the purchase and delivery of supplies. They also
monitor the special projects funded by Hopeful Hearts.  Katya is a staff member whose primary work is with
the transition homes. These ladies all have a heart for the children and the work that Hopeful Hearts Foundation
is doing with the children through your caring support.

The Sri Lanka home for girls houses twenty six children ages four to
twenty.  The home for boys houses nineteen children ages four to
nineteen. The boys’ home is limited in space and is currently in a rented,
run down house.   Hopeful Hearts Foundation is partnering with
Footprints Ministries which consists of a board of eight Christian
women.  We have committed to building a new house for the boys.
Once completed, this house will be a home to twenty six boys who
would have been living on the streets.  We have raised a portion of the
cost for the home but our fundraising efforts continue.

This ministry provides a structured Christian family like atmosphere
for the children.  The children attend school and are encouraged to become involved in hobbies and sports.  Each
home has one live in caregiver who helps with cooking and cleaning.  The children work together and each child
has weekly chores.   The older children help with the younger ones just as a family.  They eat, sleep, clean, work,
and worship together and are living a loving family life.  The main goal for the children is to equip them for a
fruitful Christian life.

Myanmar (Burma) – Peace Children’s Home Ministry
· Hopeful Hearts currently provides partial support for 61 orphans near the city of Yangon.
· The number of children at the home is expected to continue to increase in 2011.
· The children live in a safe and loving Christian environment in a predominantly Buddhist country.
· All of the children attend church each week and many of them have been baptized as Christians.
· Hopeful Hearts provided new school uniforms, school supplies and tuition for the children.
· The children help with the gardens and milking the cows.

Overview
Samuel Thang is a young man who has taken sixty-one orphaned or
abandoned children into his home which is a working farm.  Back in
May, we discussed with Samuel how Hopeful Hearts would like to
assist him in some way, he broke down into tears, overjoyed that
someone came, listened to his strengths and struggles and wanted to
help.  He faithfully cares for God’s broken, abandoned and smallest
treasures and does not ask for help.  His humility, faith, and persistence
with helping these orphans was an eye opening experience, one we
will never forget.

In July this year, Hopeful Hearts expanded its boundaries and headed for Haiti!!  Four
Board members traveled with a representative from Northwest Haiti Christian Mission
to their campus in St. Louis de Nord in the northwest corner of Haiti.  This particular
area was not hit hard by the earthquake in January, but many homeless people have
moved into the area to live with friends and family.

As we arrived in Port au Prince, we could see the devastation and the tent cities we had
only heard about.  After another flight, we immediately started to visit different campuses
that house orphans in the northwest corner.  Our hearts were moved when we visited
Saline Mayette, a 10 acre, newly started orphanage that will house 140 kids from ages
3 to 16.  They were just in process of building a shower house even though there is not a well dug yet to obtain fresh
water.  That is in the plans soon, but has not started yet.  The kitchen is as rural as we have ever seen.

The amazing thing about this campus is that these children are being raised to go to church 3 times daily and are
getting to know Christ.  They have no electricity there so they have a sunrise service, a mid day service and worship
before retiring at dark.  It is an awesome story.

Our dream there is to help develop that orphanage into a model orphanage for the
culture.  We have decided to build a medical clinic on campus first.  It will be a 28'
X 28' structure and will house any ill children.  Our goal is to travel with medical
people in April 2011 to start charts on all the children for medical and dental needs.
This is a new step for us and we are very excited about developing this orphanage
into a decent home for these very poor children.  Could this be just the first baby
step of many in Haiti for Hopeful Hearts?  Only your donations can help keep the
dream alive.

Haiti

Bethany Children’s Home - Kerala, India Facts
• 150 Children (145 girls and 5 boys)
• Ages 4-18 years old
• School: All children walk 2 miles each way to a public school
• Meals: Prepared by cooks, but children serve and clean
• Clothes washing: Completed by children at rock stations with water raised

from the well. The older children help the younger ones
• Food: Property supports 8 cows, 3 goats, ducks and chickens.  Plus they

row bananas, tapioca, coffee, pineapple, coconut and spices.

Overview
The purpose of this ministry is to provide a Christ-like, safe, structured atmosphere for orphaned and poor
Hindu and Muslim children, The director, John Matthews and his staff are intentional in sharing the story of
Jesus through bible study, prayer, singing and preaching. There is a 90% success rate of children accepting
Christ and being baptized.

The children ranging in age from 4-18 operate as one big family. They eat, sleep, clean, work, and worship
together. The older girls help with assigned chores and help the younger children with daily needs such as
bathing, clothes, washing, meal prep and chores. All children walk two miles to and from school, while the older
ones are matched with a younger one. They have to walk through a village, but the locals watch after them and
make sure they are not harmed.

Many of the girls dream of becoming a nurse or doctor. Both of these positions are highly employable in this
culture. The life of these children is filled with structure, love and the Holy Spirit. Many of the children shared
they are filled with hope and happiness.
